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Project option 1
The Tudors
You may focus on one of these or several. You may have your own ideas.

Henry VII, Henry VIII (and six wives), Edward VI, Mary I, Elizabeth I, fashion, wars, music, leisure, executions, the Mary Rose, the Tower of London, architecture.    
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The life story of another famous person of Tudor times (e.g. one of Henry VIII’s wives, Thomas Cromwell, Thomas More, Hans Holbein, Shakespeare, etc.)
Project option 2
Rocks 
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A study of the structure of planet Earth. This project should largely focus upon the three groups or types of rocks. Look to answer most if not all of the following questions. The questions marked with an asterisk are vital. We recommend that you buy ‘The Pebble in my Pocket’ by Meredith Hooper and Chris Coady which is a picture book on the history of Earth.
1. What are igneous, sedimentary, and metamorphic rocks?
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Which rocks are igneous?
3. Which rocks are sedimentary?
4. Which rocks are metamorphic?
5. How do rocks change? (i.e. through heat, cooling, erosion, etc)
6. What is the ‘rock cycle’?
7. What are ‘plate tectonics’? What is ‘continental drift’?
8. How and where do volcanoes erupt?

9. How do earthquakes occur?

10. Why is it important to know how porous a rock is?
