Writing Exercise from Mr.W

Bring a room to life
Most of the items in a room are motionless, unless you move them yourself!! However, you can bring them to life by describing them in a far more interesting way using personification! (Using words that you would normally use to describe a person.)
Let the objects be active and not the person (or make them active as well as the person!).
e.g. Compound Sentence

The springs of the sofa protested as Big John sat down with his full English breakfast to watch the TV.

e.g. Verb Start

Reflecting the brilliance of the morning haze, the ornamental mirror stared out across Sasha’s room.

Draw a sketch of a room in your house and annotate it with personification sentences. E.g. the sentence about the sofa above should be written next to the sofa. (Look at the example on page 2 below)

Use your imagination and look and feel beyond what you see. 
Use a range of sentences like the examples above. Each sentence should begin with a different word to make your sentences varied. About 6 sentences is a good achievement!
