Picasso Cubism Lessons – Wednesday and Thursday

On Wednesday afternoon Picasso class will be carrying out an art lesson based on Picasso and his Cubist art. The key concept underlying Cubism is that the essence of an object can only be captured by showing it from multiple points of view simultaneously.

In the artwork below Picasso has reproduced this idea in two forms – analytic and synthetic. In both pictures a table is covered with objects that represent and reflect the owner of the house.
For Wednesday’s lesson I would like every child to bring objects and materials that reflect their homes particularly at that point in the morning or evening when families are preparing for the day ahead or dumping things down after a hard day’s work. I want the picture to be as personal as possible but if ideas, objects, and materials are short, children can use their imagination and depict another household if they wish. We will be using the synthetic approach of using materials in a collage.
As you can see from both pictures Picasso centred many of these forms of art around a musical instrument. If you do play an instrument and can bring in it to be drawn for your picture please do so. If you have sheets of music bring those two and you can draw this on we can photocopy them. A musical instrument however is not essential and is purely at example of the focal point.
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What you bring in is entirely up to you but don’t bring in too much – you can achieve the same effect with 3 objects and 20!! However, I suggest 3 to 5 object ideas for the table.
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Here is a list of things that you might bring in to help with ideas but feel free to think of your own ideas to recreate the scene. Remember only bring a few and not all. Just those you want to recreate on your picture.
A newspaper that your parents read or a book that has recently been read.
An empty cereal box – this is easy and highly recommended.
An object that you might have lying around that represents a hobby or school activity e.g. a musical instrument, football boots, shirt.

A fruit bowl, cutlery, plates, salt, pepper pots, etc
Flowers/Flower Pot
A pet (dont bring your pet! A photo or a drawing of your cat or dog, etc is fine)

Fabric to represent table cloth – again highly recommended.
Old unwanted book bags or infant size jumper to cut up.
Any other materials that you could use to represent something in the room either in the foreground or background.
NB: You will be provided with pencils, pastels, and coloured card at school to help produce your picture too.
